CRICKET VICTORIA GRANTS PROGRAM
The Cricket Victoria Grants Program – General Facilities, is designed to assist Victorian Clubs and Associations in providing opportunities for people to play cricket.  For season 2010/11, funding is available to Clubs and Associations for the primary purpose of improving playing and practice facilities.
WHO CAN APPLY?

Clubs and Associations must comply with the following criteria:
· Properly constituted and registered as an Incorporated body

· Based in Victoria

· Able to provide a copy of their Constitution if requested

· Currently affiliated with either Cricket Victoria, the Victorian Sub-District Cricket Association (VSDCA), Victorian Metropolitan Cricket Union (VMCU), Victorian Country Cricket League (VCCL), Victorian Women’s Cricket Association (VWCA) or a member Association

· Requests for funding of facilities located at schools must be linked to and submitted by cricket Clubs/Associations, and also be accompanied by details of current tenure agreement at the venue
· Clubs must have completed the four requirements of the online Victorian Cricket Registration via MyCricket.  

1. Update club profile and contact information

2. Enter player registration details for 2009/10 season. 
3. Complete team census for 2009/10 season.

4. Completed National Club Risk Protection for 2009/10 season.

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS

Playing & Practice Facilities

Development, expansion or improvement of playing or practice facilities such as:

· Synthetic centre and practice wickets (incl. concrete slab and synthetic carpet)
· Practice nets (incl. maintenance/repairs)

· Upgrades to existing turf wickets
ANTICIPATED TIMELINES

Payment of grants (please note, clubs/associations must submit all paperwork for payment prior to 30 June 2011 in order to receive funds).
FUNDING LEVELS
All projects


· Funding is available up to a maximum of 50% of the total cost of the project/program

· Applications with substantiated Local Government Authority financial support will be looked upon favourably

· Individual grant amounts are subject to the size of the funding pool and the number of eligible applications. As an indication to possible funding levels, the average grant in recent years has been in the range of 40% - 50% of the total cost of the project. The maximum grant awarded has been $4,000 for large projects costing more than $10,000
INELIGIBLE PROJECTS
· Projects commenced prior to 1 Jan 2010 or scheduled for completion after 1 Jan 2012.
· Professional coaching or player payments.
· Furniture and fittings, uniforms and trophies.
· Purchase of land.
· Capital building works inc. renovations & extensions to clubrooms, scoreboards, electricity outlets, shade pergolas, etc.
· Rental costs associated with the annual or seasonal hire of facilities.
· Equipment (mowers, rollers, covers, sightscreens, bowling machine, playing equipment)
· Concrete bowling run-ups/landings without appropriate shock absorption.
· Requests that are in excess of 50% of the total cost of the project.
· The development or repair of turf wicket facilities in areas where water restrictions are in place and the source of water has not been identified in the application.
· New turf wicket tables.
Other projects/purposes including:

· Cricket equipment kits

· Training programs

· Special development programs with targeted groups

CONDITIONS FOR FUNDED PROJECTS

General conditions:

· The commencement date for projects must be after 1 January 2010 and completed by 1 January 2012.
· Where funded projects are not completed within the specified timeframe or as specified in the application, all monies must be returned to Cricket Victoria.
Evidence of Expenditure

· An inspection will be arranged by Cricket Victoria upon completion of works for projects receiving a grant equal to or greater than $2,000
· Evidence of expenditure in the form of receipts, tax invoices or photographs is required upon completion of projects receiving a grant greater than $1,000
Professional Players

· Clubs that have a set agreement to pay any players are ineligible to apply for a grant, the only exception being one person acting as the officially appointed Club coach/professional
· Clubs must complete the Declaration as part of their application

SUBMITTING APPLICATIONS

· Applications must use the official Application Form

· The Declaration must be signed by a member authorised to sign Club documents in the presence of and co-signed by a person authorised to sign statutory declarations (Doctor, Bank Manager, as per Evidence Act)
· Please read the application form and guidelines carefully. Applications without the required paperwork attached, will be deemed ineligible.
· Only ONE application may be submitted per Club or Association

· No Club/Association may receive:

· more than two grants from CV in any three season period

· more than three grants from CV in any five season period

· Applications must be received by CV no later than 5.00pm on Friday 3 September 2010.
· Applications should not be bound & faxes will NOT be accepted
· All figures used in the application including amount requested and project budgets must be GST EXCLUSIVE.
