2010/11 Cricket Victoria Grants Program

Drought Response Grants - Criteria

OVERVIEW
The 2010/11 Grants Program – Drought Response Grants is a direct response to the standard of playing conditions resulting from the drought. The aim of this fund is to enable current turf centre wickets in areas affected by severe water restrictions to host cricket matches in 2010/11. This Grant category will focus on projects involving the purchase and construction of infrastructure that will support the sustainable use of turf wickets.
WHO CAN APPLY?

To be eligible to apply for the Drought Response Grants, Clubs and Associations must comply with the following criteria: 

· Properly constituted and registered as an Incorporated body

· Currently affiliated with either Cricket Victoria, the Victorian Sub-District Cricket Association (VSDCA), Victorian Metropolitan Cricket Union (VMCU), Victorian Country Cricket League (VCCL), Victorian Women’s Cricket Association (VWCA) or a member Association
· Clubs must have completed the four requirements of the online Victorian Cricket Registration via MyCricket.  



1. Update club profile and contact information

2. Enter player registration details for 2009/10 season. 

3. Complete team census for 2009/10 season.

4. Completed National Club Risk Protection for 2009/10 season.

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS
Projects that are deemed eligible will:

· be absolutely necessary for cricket to be played on current turf centre wickets in season 2010/11.
· in the case of a bore - have the capability of servicing three (3) other turf facilities

· include a letter of support from the Local Government Authority (Council / Shire) indicating support for the project

· indicate that Clubs in close proximity have agreed to share their facilities in order to maximize the efficient use of water

Project examples include: water tanks, pumps and associated plumbing
Please note: If your project is for a water tank, you must supply evidence demonstrating where your club will access water from. Eg Local reserve or purchase of water. 
APPLICATION PROCESS
In order to apply for the Drought Response Grant, Clubs or Associations must:

1. Complete Drought Response Grants - Application Form
2. Provide a written description of the project

3. Provide a written description as to why the project is necessary to enable cricket to be played in season 2010/11.
4. Provide a cost budget for the project supported by trade quotes (GST Exclusive)
5. Provide a letter of support from local council / shire

6. Highlight the amount requested

Clubs / Associations can apply for funding up to 75% of total cost of project to a maximum of $7,500.
TIMELINE
This grants category will strictly close at 5:00pm, Friday 3 September 2010.
Payments will be made in October 2010. Please note: successful clubs must provide all required paperwork for payment prior to 30 June 2011. All grants must be expensed to successful clubs by this date.
