	Drought Relief for Community Sport and Recreation Program


The Victorian Government recently announced “The Drought Relief for Community Sport and Recreation Program” to help communities cope with the drought. 
The Grant Guidelines and the Application Form can be downloaded at www.sport.vic.gov.au
The following points should be noted:

1. Only Councils can apply for grants (not clubs or associations)

2. Projects must be located in areas on Stage 3 or higher water restrictions

3. Projects to be funded will essentially involve sustainable reductions in the use of potable water such as:

· Developing grounds with drought resistant turf species

· Introducing water run-off harvesting and storage initiatives

· Replacing turf with hard or synthetic surfaces

· Additional examples can be found in the Grant guidelines

Clubs or associations with potential projects are advised to follow the following step-by-step process:
1. Check that your proposed project falls within the Guidelines

2. Contact your local Council IMMEDIATELY to discuss your proposed project with the relevant Council Officer (Councils must submit applications by 23rd November 2007)
3. Find out the Council’s cut-off date for submissions or expressions of interest from clubs

4. Provide Council with the information they request in relation to the project by the due date
Additionally, the Victorian Government will be consulting with Cricket Victoria to ascertain the total number and types of projects for which funding has been sought by our clubs/associations.
